» Interest in environmental and climate change topics

» English language proficiency of at least level B1 (CEFR)

There is no tuition fee. A semester fee of approx. 90 Euro has to be paid upon enrollment. Students must cover their
living costs and, if applicable, provide the necessary financial proof to obtain a student visa. Students from partner
universities should inquire after scholarship opportunities and nomination procedures with their coordinators.
